Finishing Options

Because our doors are crafted with only the finest materials, you can choose from a wide variety of stain or paint possibilities. Paint dealers

have a broad selection of color chips on hand to demonstrate the look you can achieve when staining fine wood such as Douglas Fir or

Western Hemlock used in our doors.

If you choose paint instead of stain, you can apply either oil-base or latex resin-base paints over an oil-base primer. However, take care in

following the finishing instructions provided in this brochure. Also, be sure to evaluate the conditions your door must endure, such as direct
exposure to severe climates, before deciding on the specific finish to use.

Preparation for Finishing

1. Before applying the first coar of finish, sand the entire surface lightly with 5/0 sandpaper (180 grit). This is to remove fingerprints and
handling marks

2. Adjust or align components if necessary before finishing. Wood panels “foat” and may be knocked into alignment with a wood block
and hammer. Be careful not to damage door.

3. After sanding, clean door thoroughly with a cloth to remove all dust or foreign marterial. However, avoid using caustic or abrasive
cleaners,

4. Hang door before finishing, then remove to finish properly.

5. All surfaces of the door must be properly finished. The edges (top, bottom and sides) should be coated with each and every coat of finish
that is applied to the exterior surface of the door. Doors must be dry before finishing,

6. On doors that are glazed with clear glass, the finish used should be flowed from the wood slightly onto the glass. This will provide
assurance against water leakage and protect the glazing compound “purty” from drying out.

Exterior Finishing

. Stain-and-Clear Finish

The first coat should be a combination of stain and sealer, which colors the door and seals the surface. Itis available in a wide range of colors.



Exterior Wood Doors Care & Finishing

The srain-and-sealer should have an alkyd-resin base. Under no circumstances should a lacquer-based roner or any other lacquer-based finish
be used on exterior doors.

The second and third coats (two top coats minimum) may be a solvent-borne (oil-base, alkyd-resin base, polyurethane resin-base) or a water-
borne (latex resin-base) clear finish. See notes (1) and (2) below.

The advanrages and disadvantages of solvent-borne vs. water-borne clear finishes are as follows:
(1) Solvent-Borne Advantages:
Faster drying, harder and more warer resistant. May be applied under variable weather conditions, Disadvantages: Subject to ultraviolet
degradarion and not as flexible or durable as water-borne clear finish.
(2) Water-Borne Advantages:
Very flexible, greater ultra-violet resistance and good exterior durability. Disadvantages: Cannot be applied below 50°F, long drying period
required, and may not fully cure for several weeks. Warter sensitive unnl cure is complete, Note: Do not sand between coats of clear
latex.
All stain-and-clear finishes will perform measurably better if protected from the direct effects of sunlight and weathering, and refinishing
will not be required as frequently.

2. Paint Finish
Either oil-base or latex resin-base exterior grade paints may be used with success on panel doors. Oil-base paints offer more resistance to the
passage of water (liquid and vapor) than latex resin-base paints, but the latter have better durability and color retention.

Doors should be sealed with a good quality oil-base primer followed by two top coats of either an oil-base or latex resin-base paint. Of
course, both primer and top coat should be made by the same manufacrurer and be designed to be used as a combination.

Note: Where possible exposure to direct sun or rain is a factor, doors should be sealed with a premium quality oil-base primer followed by
two top coats of a premium quality oil-base paint.

3. Cantion

Washington Energy Services cannot evaluate all the available paints and stains, nor the customers’ specific application requirements, Your
paint dealer should know of suitable finish systems that give sansfactory results in your region. It is highly recommended that top quality
finishes be selected and the application instructions on the container be followed explicitly.

Door Products
Limited Lifenme Product Warranty

Under normal use and service, Washington Energy Services (hereinafrer WES) warrants to the original purchaser/property owner that any door manufactured in our
facilities, or for WES is free of manufacruring and /or material defecrs. This warranty applies for the lifenme of the door, subject to the condirions and limitations
herein listed. This warmnty covers only those manufacturing and material defects as specified herein and does not include normal weatherng, or defects caused

by accident, fire, flood, acrs of God, vandalism, riot or crvil disorder, misuse, abuse by solvents or chemicals, mildew, building settlement or structural failures or
occurrences beyond Wes' control,

Textured Fiberglass Doors
These doors must be painted an/or stained within 90 days of installanon and according to the manufacturer instructions to maintain your warranty, Water damage to
wood stles or rails will not be covered under this warranty, Fiberglass doors are warranred 1o be free of spliming and denting defecrs.

Wood Doors
These doors must be sealed according 1o manufacturer’s instructons within 72 hours of insmllanon to mainmin warmnty, Natral vananons in the color or texture of
the door will nor be considered defects. Minor panel shankage is not considered a defect.

smooth Fiberglass Doors
These doors do not require any rype of painting or finishing to mainmin warraney, Stress to door due to direcr and/or localized application of hear will not be covered
under warranty,

Cilass Llnirs

The WES insralled, sealed, insulared glass is warranred against defeers resulting in marerial obstructions of vision, from the film formadon caused by dust or moismre
in dead air space of the sealed unit. If such defects occur, WES wall replace the insulated glass unit at no charge. Condensation on glass, which may occur as the
natural result of humidity within the house or building and interior/ extenor eempermture differentals, does not indicate a defect in the door and 1s not included in the

warranty,

Transferable Warmnty

Notwithstanding any provision of this Limited Warranty to the contrary, all rghts and obligatnons of an original purchaser shall be transferable o the person, who
purchases the property from the original purchaser in which the WES Doar is installed; provided however, WES receives notice of the transfer of title and the name
of the subsequent owner within thirty (30) days after the date of such transfer. After such transfer the lifetime duration of this Limited Warmanty shall be changed to a
perod of owenty (20) vears commencing from the dare of the WES Door’s onginal installanon.

Other Warranty Considerations
On some installatons caulking 15 used o seal the frames or trim packages against water or air peneratons, Caulking is nor considered a part of the product, and
therefore, is not covered under this warmnty, Caulking 1s normally considered a maintenance responsibility of the homeowner
